HANDWRITING

SPELLING

MuUsic

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PHYSICAL EDUCATION
Group games & sports skills; kicking a ball, throwing, catching, etc. Aerobics, jump roping, coordination, movement activites, skipping, hopping,
balancing, etc.

READING
Recognition and use of all phonics rules in reading, writing and grammar. Strong emphasis is placed on second grade vocabulary. Students
are taught comprehension tips and practical ways to read smoothly. Vowels, blends, consonants, digraphs and other grammatical constructs are

studied. Oral and silent reading are done for practice and comprehension
